Memorandum of Association of

CAMPAIGN FOR NUCLEAR DISARMAMENT
1.
The name of the company is "Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament", referred to in this document as "CND".

2.
The registered office of CND will be situated in England and Wales.

3. The prime object of CND is to achieve nuclear disarmament by Britain and worldwide.  CND believes that British 'independent' nuclear weapons and US nuclear bases and forces in Britain should be unilaterally and unconditionally rejected and dismantled.   CND repudiates 'defence' based on immoral and illegal threats of mass destruction, whether nuclear, chemical or other.  Britain should not be a member of any alliance which makes such threats.  As part of the broader peace movement, CND supports all disarmament measures, whether achieved multilaterally, regionally, bilaterally or unilaterally. 

4. CND's ultimate aim is general and complete disarmament as proposed by the United Nations and to advance the welfare of the global community by working for international peace and disarmament and a world in which the vast resources devoted to militarism are redirected to the real needs of the planet.

5. In furtherance of its objects and expressions of  policy, CND shall have the following powers:

a)
To raise awareness, inform, educate, and lobby all sections of the public including school children, students, trade unionists, members of professions, politicians and decision-makers regarding matters related to CND’s objects and policy;

b)
To campaign, mobilise, petition, demonstrate and take other appropriate action in furtherance of the above objects and policy;

c)
To organise and run lectures, seminars, conferences, training courses and other educational events and institutions;

d)
To publish books, pamphlets, reports, leaflets, journals, films and instructional matter;

e)
To make appeals for money and to solicit subscriptions to the funds of CND and to accept any gifts of real or personal property including those subject to any trust and/or conditions compatible with the objects of CND and to undertake to carry out any such trust and/or conditions compatible with the objects of CND;

f)
To borrow or raise money for CND on such terms and on such security as may be thought fit;

g)
To purchase, take on lease or in exchange, hire or otherwise acquire any real or personal property and any rights or privileges which CND may think necessary for the promotion of its objects, and to construct, maintain and alter any buildings or erections which CND may think necessary for the promotion of its objects;

h)
To engage or employ such personnel (whether as employees, consultants, advisers or however) as may be necessary to the promotion of the objects of CND;

i)
To establish and support or aid in the establishment and support of any company, society, co‑operative, firm or other organisation the promotion of which shall in any way be calculated to advance directly or indirectly the objects or interests of CND;

j)
To purchase or otherwise acquire and undertake all or any part of the business, property, assets, liabilities and transactions of any person, firm, or company carrying on any business which CND is authorised to carry on;

k)
To invest the monies of CND not immediately required for its own purposes in or upon such investments, securities or property as may be thought fit;

l)
To enter into any partnership or joint‑purse or profit‑sharing arrangement with any organisation, company, firm or person carrying on or proposing to carry on any activities within the objects of CND, and to acquire and hold, sell, deal with or dispose of any shares, stock or securities of any such company;

m)
To obtain all necessary permits, licences or trade marks required for the purpose of enabling CND to carry out its objects upon such terms and conditions as it may think fit;

n)
To open and operate bank accounts and other facilities for banking;

o)
To sell, improve, manage, develop, turn to account, exchange, let on rent, royalty, share of profits or otherwise, grant easements, licences and other rights in or over, and in manner deal with or dispose of the undertaking and any or all of the property and assets for the time being of CND for such consideration as CND may think fit, subject to the provisions of clause 7;

p)
To establish, maintain or join and subscribe to any retirement benefit scheme for the benefit of any persons who are or were at any time employees of CND or their dependants;

q)
To make payments for social or charitable purposes connected or compatible with the objects of CND;

r)
To do all such other things as may be necessary for the attainment of the above objects or any of them.

6.
CND shall promote equality of opportunity and oppose any form of discrimination on grounds of race, ethnic origin, social class, gender, sexual preference, marital status, parenthood, age, disability or religion.

7.
The income and property of CND shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of CND as set out above and no portion shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly to any members of CND, provided that nothing shall prevent any payment in good faith by CND:

a)
of reasonable and proper remuneration to any member, officer or servant of CND in return for any service actually rendered to CND;

b)
of interest on money lent by any member of CND at a rate per annum not exceeding 2 per cent above the base lending rate of The Co‑operative Bank plc for the time being;

c)
of reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let by any member of CND;

d)
as repayment of reasonable out‑of‑pocket expenses incurred by any member whilst acting on behalf of CND;

e)
Of grants, loans, donations or any other kind of financial assistance to any individual, organisation, firm, company, society or statutory authority which is a member of CND or of CND Council is represented on CND Council provided that any such assistance is in respect of activities directly in furtherance of the objects of the Society.

8.
The liability of the Company Members is limited.

9.
Every Company Member of CND undertakes to contribute to the assets of CND in the event of the same being wound up while she (or he) or it is a Company Member or within one year after she (or he) or it ceases to be a Company Member for payment of the debts and liabilities of CND contracted before she (or he) or it ceased to be a Company Member, and of the costs, charges or expenses of winding up and for the adjustments of the rights of the contributories amongst themselves, such amount as may be required not exceeding one pound.

10.
In the event of the winding up or dissolution of CND, after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any assets remaining shall not be distributed amongst the Members but shall be transferred to such other non-profit or charitable organisation(s) having objects similar to or compatible with any of the objects of CND as may be determined by a General Meeting at or prior to the time of winding up, including organisations which are Members of CND.

Articles of Association of

CAMPAIGN FOR NUCLEAR DISARMAMENT
Interpretations

1.
In these Articles:

"The Act" means the Companies Act 1985 as amended by the Companies Act 1989 and any other amendments from time to time in force.


"CND" means the above-named company.


"CND Council" means all those persons appointed to perform the duties of directors of CND.


"Secretary" means any person appointed to perform the duties of the Secretary of CND.


"The Seal" means the common seal of CND.

"In writing" shall be taken to include references to writing, printing, photocopying and other methods of representing or reproducing words in a visible form.

2. Words importing the singular number shall include the plural and vice versa unless a contrary intention appears. Words importing persons shall include bodies corporate and associations if not inconsistent with the context. Unless the context requires otherwise, words or expressions contained in these Articles shall bear the same meaning as in the Act.

3. Any statutory instruments or regulations from time to time in force shall be deemed to apply to this Company, whether or not these Articles have been amended to comply with such instrument or regulation.

Members

4.  CND Council may at its discretion admit to Membership individuals and organisations who support the objects of CND, provided that any such person or organisation has paid or has agreed to pay the appropriate annual subscription for the time being in force.  CND Council may at its discretion admit to Company Membership all Members, provided that any such person or organisation has agreed to accept liability for CND to a maximum of one pound in the event of CND being wound up. Only Company Members of CND have voting entitlements.

5. An organisation which is an affiliated Company Member need not include CND Company Members within its members but shall appoint a delegate who is a Company Member to receive its voting entitlements.  Such a delegate shall, during the continuance of her (or his) appointment, be entitled to exercise in any meeting of CND or of any of its representative organisations all such rights and powers as the organisation would exercise if it were an individual person.

Register of Members

6. CND shall maintain a Register of Members in which shall be recorded the name and address of every Member, and the dates on which they became a Member and on which they ceased to be a Member. A Member shall notify the Secretary of a change to their name or address.

Representative Organisations

7. All Members of CND shall be encouraged to participate in one or more relevant representative organisations. Representative organisations shall be autonomous bodies, formally recognised by CND Council, pursuing CND's objectives within a particular nation, region, district or locality or field of special interest. The relationship between CND and each of its representative organisations shall be governed by a charter laying down the respective rights and duties of CND and the representative organisation.

8. The various categories of representative organisations, their composition, and their rights and duties with respect to CND shall be decided by CND and shall take the fom of regulations made from time to time in accordance with Article 56.

Cessation of Membership

9. The rights and privileges of a Member shall not be transferable nor transmissible, and all such rights and privileges shall cease upon the Member ceasing to be such. A Member shall cease to be a Member if she (or he) or it:

a)
resigns in writing to the Secretary; or

b)
fails to pay the annual subscription within six months of its becoming due; or

c)
dies, if an individual person; or

d)
is wound up or goes into liquidation, if a corporate body or association; or

e)
is expelled by CND Council for conduct prejudicial to CND, provided that any Member so expelled shall have the right to appeal for reinstatement to a subsequent General Meeting of CND, the decision of which shall be final.

General Meetings

10. CND shall in each calendar year hold a General Meeting as its Annual General Meeting and shall specify the meeting as such in the notices calling it. Every Annual General Meeting except the first shall be held not more than fifteen months after the holding of the last preceding Annual General Meeting. Provided the first Annual General Meeting shall be held within eighteen months of incorporation, it need not be held in the year of incorporation nor in the following year.

11.
The business of an Annual General Meeting shall comprise:

a)
the consideration of the Report and Accounts presented by CND Council;

b)
the election of officers;

c)
the election of CND Council members;

d)
the appointment and the fixing of the remuneration of the auditor or auditors;

e)
such other business as may have been specified in the notices calling the meeting.

12. All General Meetings other than the Annual General Meeting shall be called Extraordinary General Meetings. CND Council may whenever they think fit convene an Extraordinary General Meeting, or an Extraordinary General Meeting may be convened by ten per cent of the Company Members of CND, as provided by section 368 of the Act.

13.
Decisions at General Meetings shall be made by passing resolutions:

a) Decisions involving an alteration to the Memorandum or Articles of Association of CND and other decisions so required from time to time by statute shall be made by a Special Resolution, which may not itself be amended. A Special Resolution is one passed by a majority of not less than three-fourths of votes cast. 

b) Apart from any decisions requiring a special majority by virtue of regulations made from time to time under Article 56, other decisions shall be made by Ordinary Resolution requiring a simple majority vote of those present and voting at a General Meeting.

Notices

14. All General Meetings shall be called by at least twenty-one clear days' notice. Notice of every General Meeting shall be given in writing to every Company Member of CND and to the auditors and to such other persons who are entitled to receive notice and shall be given personally or sent by post to each Company Member at the address recorded in the Register of Company Members and to other persons at their Registered Office.

15. Details of the arrangements for the Annual General Meeting, including deadlines for the submission of resolutions, amendments and the nomination of CND officers and Council members, shall be publicised to the Company Membership of CND  in such manner as CND Council may consider most appropriate. Procedures for the submission of resolutions, amendments and the nomination of CND officers and Council members shall be established and may be varied by CND Council in accordance with Article 56.

16. Notice of all meetings shall be given exclusive of the day on which it is served and shall specify the exact time and place of the meeting. In the case of a General Meeting which is to consider a Special Resolution or a resolution to remove a Company Member of CND Council or the auditor, such resolution shall be specified in the notices calling that meeting and in the case of all other General Meetings the general nature of the business to be raised shall be specified.

17. Where notice is sent by post, notice shall be deemed to have been served by properly addressing, prepaying and posting the notice and to have been served forty-eight hours after the notice has been posted.

18. The accidental omission to give notice of a meeting to or non-receipt of notice of a meeting by any person entitled to receive notice shall not invalidate proceedings at that meeting.

Proceedings at General Meetings

19. Individual Company Members and delegates of organisations which are Company Members of CND shall have one vote each on any question to be decided at a General Meeting. 

20. Representative organisations shall, on any question to be decided at a General Meeting, have that number of votes which may be granted them by standing orders adopted in accordance with Article 56. Representative organisations may be represented at any General Meeting by such individual Company Members of CND as they may choose, provided that no representative organisation may be represented by more Company Members than the number of votes to which it is entitled.

21. No business shall be transacted at a General Meeting unless a quorum is present. Unless and until otherwise decided by a General Meeting, the holders of fifty votes or one-tenth of the total voting rights held within CND, whichever is the lesser, shall be a quorum.

22. If within half an hour from the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not present, the meeting, if convened upon the requisition of Company Members, shall be dissolved. In any other case it shall stand adjourned until the same day in the next week at the same time and same place or otherwise as CND Council may decide and all Company Members shall be given such notice as is practicable of the time, date and place of such an adjourned meeting. The Company Members present at a meeting so adjourned shall constitute a quorum for that meeting only.

23. At every General Meeting an  officer, selected by an officers' meeting, shall preside, but if she (or he) isnot present within twenty minutes after the time appointed for the commencement of the meeting another officer shall preside, and in the event of their absence or unwillingness to act, the Company Members present shall choose one of their number to be Chairperson of that meeting, whose function shall be to conduct the business of the meeting in an orderly manner.

24. The Chairperson may with the consent of any meeting at which a quorum is present, and shall if so directed by the meeting, adjourn the meeting from time to time and from place to place, but no business shall be transacted at an adjourned meeting other than the business left unfinished at the meeting from which the adjournment took place. Except in the circumstances described in Article 22, where a meeting is adjourned for thirty days or more notice of the adjourned meeting shall be given as in the case of the original meeting. Otherwise it shall not be necessary to give any notice of an adjournment or of the business to be transacted at an adjourned meeting.

25. At any General Meeting a resolution put to the vote of the meeting shall be decided on a show of voting cards unless a poll is, before or on the declaration of the result of the show of cards, demanded by at least thirty persons present and entitled to vote.

26. Unless a poll be so demanded, a declaration by the Chairperson that a resolution has on a show of cards been carried or lost and an entry to that effect in the book containing the minutes of the proceedings of CND shall be conclusive evidence of the fact without proof of the number or proportions of the votes recorded in favour or against such resolution.

27. If a poll is duly demanded it shall be taken in such a manner as the Chairperson directs, and the result of the poll shall be deemed to be the resolution of the meeting at which the poll was demanded. The demand for a poll may be withdrawn.

28. The demand for a poll shall not prevent the continuance of a meeting for the transaction of any other business than the question upon which a poll has been demanded.

29. In the case of an equality of votes, whether on a show of cards or on a poll, the Chairperson of the meeting shall not have a second or casting vote and the resolution shall be deemed to be lost.

30. Subject to the provisions of the Act, a resolution in writing signed by all the Company Members for the time being shall be valid and effective as if the same had been passed at a General Meeting duly convened and held and may consist of several documents in the same form each signed by one or more Company Members.

31. CND may at its discretion invite other persons to attend its meetings, with or without speaking rights, and without voting rights.

CND Council

32. CND shall have a Council comprising:

a)
The officers of CND (as laid down from time to time according to regulations adopted under article 56), elected at the Annual General Meeting;  

b)
such other Members elected at the Annual General Meeting, (the number of which shall be laid down in accrodance with regulations adopted under article 56); and

c)
nominees of representative organisations of CND, the number of persons which each representative organisation is entitled to nominate (if any) being established by standing orders adopted in accordance with Article 56; and

d)
employees of CND, who shall not be entitled to vote at meetings of the Council; except senior staff appointed to the Officer team by CND Council and except where CND Council agrees that an elected Officer may take a paid position; and 

e) such others as shall be decided from time to time and who shall be defined in regulations adopted in accordance with article 56.

In electing members to CND Council, the Company Members of CND shall be mindful of seeking to achieve equitable representation for all sections of the membership.

33. Only individual Company Members of CND may serve as voting members of CND Council. For the avoidance of doubt, voting members of CND Council are directors of the company within the meaning of the Act.

34. CND Council members elected at the Annual General Meeting shall, subject to Article 39 below, serve until the end of the Annual General Meeting following their election. Retiring CND Council members shall be eligible for re-election.

In the event of a casual vacancy in CND Council occurring amongst members of CND Council elected at the Annual General Meeting during the year, the remaining members may fill such vacancy from amongst those who stood for election at the previous Annual General Meeting.  In the event of resignation during the year of nominees of representative organisations elected at the AGM, (or their replacement) the representative organisation may nominate a replacement with the agreement of Council.  Representative organisations may nominate an alternate director to their nominee elected at the AGM to attend specified Council meetings with the agreement of Council.
35. In the event of a vacancy in any of the officer positions, (or in the event of temporary incapacity), the Officers may decide to request Council to elect from amongst their number, an acting replacement officer, either temporarily or till the end of the normal term.

36. A CND Council member shall declare an interest in and shall not speak or vote in respect of any matter in which she (or he) has a personal material or financial interest.

37. Voting members of CND Council may be paid all reasonable out‑of‑pocket expenses incurred by them in attending and returning from meetings of CND Council or General Meetings of CND or in connection with the business of CND, in accordance with such regulations concerning the payment of expenses as may be established by CND Council from time to time.

38. Any CND Council member shall be entitled to charge and be paid all usual professional or other charges for work done on behalf of CND by her (or him) or her (or his) firm when so instructed by CND Council, provided that nothing shall authorise a CND Council member or her (or his) firm to act as auditor to CND.

39.
The office of CND Council member shall be immediately vacated if she (or he):

a)
resigns her (or his) office in writing to CND; or

b)
ceases to be a Company Member of CND or is the delegate of an organisation which ceases to be a Company Member; or

c)
in the opinion of a majority of CND Council, fails to declare her (or his) interest in any contract as referred to in Article 36; or

d)
becomes bankrupt or, in the opinion of CND Council, incapable on medical or psychological grounds of carrying out the duties of a CND Council member; or

e)
is removed from office by ordinary resolution of CND in General Meeting in accordance with Section 303 of the Act; or

f)
is disqualified by law from serving as a director of a company.

Powers and Duties of CND Council

40. The business of CND shall be managed by CND Council who may exercise all such powers of CND as may be exercised and done by CND and as are not by statute or by these Articles or under regulations laid down in accordance with Article 56 required to be exercised or done by CND in General Meeting or conference, including the setting of membership subscription levels.

41. No regulation made by CND in General Meeting shall invalidate any prior act of CND Council which would have been valid had that regulation not been made.

42. All cheques, promissory notes, drafts, bills of exchange and other negotiable instruments, and all receipts for monies paid to CND shall be signed, drawn, accepted, endorsed, or otherwise executed in such manner as CND Council shall from time to time by resolution direct.

43. Without prejudice to its general powers, CND Council may exercise all the powers of CND to borrow money and to mortgage or charge its undertaking and property or any part of them and to issue debentures and other securities whether outright or as security for any debt, liability or obligation of CND.

Proceedings of CND Council

44. Members of CND Council shall meet together at least three times between Annual General Meetings for the despatch of business and may adjourn and otherwise regulate their meetings as they think fit.

45. Questions arising at any meetings shall be decided by a majority of votes cast, according to standing orders of CND Council laid down in regulations in accordance with article 56. In the case of an equality of votes, the Chairperson of the meeting shall not have a second or casting vote and the resolution shall be deemed to be lost.

46. The officers may and the Secretary on the requisition of one third or more of CND Council members shall summon a meeting of CND Council by giving reasonable notice to all its members. It shall not be necessary to give notice of a meeting of CND Council to any of its members for the time being absent from the United Kingdom.

47. The quorum necessary for the transaction of the business of CND Council shall be one third of the members of CND Council, provided that no meeting shall be quorate unless at least two officers are present.

48. CND Council may act regardless of any vacancy in their body but, if and so long as their number is less than four, CND Council may act for the purposes of increasing the number of CND Council members to that number, or of summoning a General Meeting of CND, but for no other purpose.

49. At every CND Council meeting an officer, selected by an officers' meeting, shall preside, but if she (or he) is not present within twenty minutes after the time appointed for the commencement of the meeting another officer shall preside, and in the event of their absence or unwillingness to act the CND Council members present shall choose one of their number to be Chairperson of the meeting, whose function shall be to conduct the business of the meeting in an orderly manner.

50.
CND Council shall cause accurate records to be made, in books provided for that purpose, of:

a)
the name, details and date of appointment of all persons appointed to office;

b)
the names of CND Council members, officers, Company Members, delegates and other persons present at all General, CND Council and Sub-Committee meetings of CND;

c)
minutes of all proceedings and resolutions at all General, CND Council and Sub-Committee meetings of CND;

d) all applications of the Seal to any document.

51. All such records and minutes shall be open to inspection during normal working hours by any Member of CND Council and by any person authorised by CND in General Meeting. Minutes of General Meetings shall be available for inspection by any Member of CND during normal working hours.

52. CND Council may delegate any of their powers to Sub-Committees consisting of such members of their body and/or CND as they think fit. Any Sub-Committee so formed shall in the exercise of the powers so delegated conform to any regulations imposed on it by CND Council which regulations shall always include provision for regular and prompt reports to CND Council.

53. All acts done by any meeting of CND Council or by any person acting as a member of CND Council shall, even if it be afterwards discovered that there was some defect in the appointment of any such CND Council member or person acting as such, or that they or any of them were disqualified, be as valid as if every such person had been duly appointed and was qualified to be a CND Council member.

54. A resolution in writing, signed by all CND Council members who for the time being are entitled to vote, shall be valid and effective as if it had been passed at a meeting of CND Council, and may consist of several documents in the same form, each signed by one or more CND Council members.

55. CND Council may at its discretion invite other persons to attend its meetings, with or without speaking rights, and without voting rights.

Regulations and Standing Orders

56. A General Meeting or CND Council may from time to time make such regulations in the form of standing orders, bye-laws or otherwise as they may think fit for the management, conduct and regulation of the affairs of CND, in particular concerning the classes and rights of representative organisations, provided that such regulations are not inconsistent with the Memorandum and Articles of Association of CND. While CND Council shall be required to make information regarding such regulations available to the Company Membership in an appropriate manner, all regulations once adopted shall apply whether or not details have been published.

Secretary

57. CND Council shall appoint a Secretary of CND annually  upon such terms and conditions as they think fit and any Secretary so appointed may be removed by them.

58. A provision of the Act or these Articles requiring or authorising a thing to be done by or to a CND Council member and the Secretary shall not be satisfied by its being done by or to the same person acting in both capacities.

The Seal

59. If CND has a Seal, it shall only be used by the authority of CND Council and every instrument to which the Seal shall be applied shall be signed by a CND Council member and shall be countersigned by the Secretary or by a second CND Council member. Every such application of the Seal shall be minuted.

Accounts

60. CND Council shall cause proper accounts to be kept in accordance with the law for the time being in force with respect to:

a)
all sums of money received and expended by CND and the matters in which the receipt and expenditure takes place;

b)
all sales and purchases of goods by CND;

c)
the assets and liabilities of CND.

Proper accounts shall be deemed to be kept if they give a true and fair record of the state of CND's affairs and explain its transactions.

61. The accounts shall be kept at the Registered Office of CND or, subject to section 222 of the Act, at such other place or places as CND Council thinks fit, and shall always be open to the inspection of Company Members of CND Council and by other persons authorised by CND in General Meeting.

62. CND Council shall from time to time, in accordance with sections 227 and 241 of the Act, cause to be prepared and to be laid before CND in General Meeting such income and expenditure accounts, balance sheets, and any reports referred to in those sections.

63. A copy of every balance sheet which is laid before CND in General Meeting together with a copy of the auditor's report and CND Council's report shall not less than twenty-one days before the date of the meeting, subject nevertheless to the provisions of section 240(4) of the Act, be sent to every Company Member of and every holder of debentures of CND; provided that this regulation shall not require a copy of those documents to be sent to any person of whose address CND is not aware or to more than one of the joint holders of any debentures. The auditor's report shall be open to inspection at the meeting.

Application of Surplus

64. Clause 7 of the Memorandum of Association relating to the not-for-profit nature of CND shall have effect as if its provisions were repeated in these Articles. Any surplus of CND shall be applied solely to the continuation and development of CND.

Indemnity

65. Every CND Council member, Secretary, auditor and other officer for the time being of the Company shall be indemnified out of the assets of the Company against any losses or liabilities incurred by her (or him) in or about the execution or discharge of the duties of her (or his) office subject to the provisions of section 310 of the Act, except to the extent that such losses or liabilities shall be attributable to:

a) fraud or other matters in respect of which the member concerned shall be convicted of a criminal offence; or

b) negligence; or

c) actions knowingly beyond the scope of a specific authority or limit thereon on the part of the person in question.

Dissolution

66. Clause 10 of the Memorandum of Association relating to the winding up and dissolution of CND shall have effect as if its provisions were repeated in these Articles.
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Regulations made under section 56 of the Articles of Association of the Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament

Part One: Explanatory

1.1
Under the incorporation of CND these regulations replace those parts of the constitution and standing orders of the unincorporate Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament which are not replaced by the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the incorporated Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament. These regulations are supplementary to the Memorandum and Articles of Association, which are the primary coverning documents of the Campaign.

1.2
Where the Memorandum and articles and these regulations are silent reference may be made to the documents and decisions of CND prior to incorporation. 

1.3 Unless otherwise stated these regulations may be altered by simple majority at a meeting of CND Council.
Part Two: Representative Organisations (see also Articles 7 & 8)

This Part may only be altered by an amending resolution (which may not itself  be  amended) passed at CND AGM by a two thirds majority of those present and entitled to vote, as provided for under Article 13(b).

2.1
The representative organisations of CND shall be defined as CND National Organisations, Regional Organisations, Area Organisations, Groups, Specialist Sections and Youth & Student CND.  Representative organisations must have at least 2 Company Members as officers to become Organisational Company Members and receive their voting entitlement

2.2
A CND National Organisation shall be defined as an association of Regions, Areas, Groups, affiliated organisations and individual members.  The boundaries of a CND National Organisation shall be defined by agreement between adjacent CND Regions or CND National Organisations and by the approval of CND Council.

2.3
CND National Organisations shall hold an AGM to which all constituent Groups and individual members shall be invited with at least two weeks' notice and at which the executive committee shall be elected and if not dealt with at another properly convened meeting of the organisation CND Conference and AGM business shall be dealt with.

2.4
CND National Organisations shall help to promote activity among Groups in their area and assist the setting up of new Groups where none exist.

2.5
CND National Organisations shall be entitled to levy, collect and retain fees and subscriptions from constituent organisations and members within their boundaries.

2.6
CND National Organisations shall pay an annual subscription  to CND (as specified in article 4), this sum to be determined by CND Council.

2.7
Any CND National Organisation shall have, if it wishes, the option of assuming the status of a CND Regional Organisation.

2.8
The constituent organisations and members of a CND National Organisation shall be understood to hold the status of CND Representative Organisations and Members of CND respectively, provided they comply with the Memorandum and Articles of CND and with these regulations. 

2.9
CND National Organisations shall have the same entitlements under these regulations as CND Regional Organisations.

2.10
CND Regional Organisations shall campaign in a geographical area whose boundaries shall be defined by agreement between adjacent CND Regional Organisations or CND National Organisations and by the approval of CND Council. Such organisations shall pay an annual subscription to CND (as specified in article 4), this sum to be determined by CND Council.

2.11
A CND Area Organisation shall campaign in a geographical area whose boundaries shall be defined by agreement between adjacent CND Area Organisations, the CND Regional Organisation within whose boundaries the area is situated and by approval of CND Council. Such organisations shall  pay an annual subscription to CND (as specified in article 4), this sum to be determined by CND Council.

2.12
CND Regional and Area Organisations shall hold an AGM to which all constituent Groups and individual members shall be invited with at least two weeks' notice and at which the executive committee shall be elected and if not dealt with at another properly convened meeting of the organisation CND Conference and AGM business shall be dealt with.

2.13
CND Regional and Area Organisations shall help to promote activity among Groups in their area and assist the setting up of new Groups where none exist.

2.14
A CND Group shall campaign in a locality or centre of activity. Its area of work shall be defined by the Group itself, subject to agreement with other adjacent  Groups, if any.

2.15
A CND Group shall be entitled to representation at the AGM of its National, Regional and/or Area Organisation and at CND Conference and AGM as outlined in regulation 3.4 & 3.5, provided that:

a)
It complies with CND policy as decided by CND Conference and AGM;

b)
It is recognized by CND Council;

c)
It has a minimum of ten supporters;

d)
It includes among its meetings every year an AGM to which all members and supporters shall be invited with at least two weeks' notice and at which the officers shall be elected of whom  two must be paid up Company Members of CND and if not dealt with at another properly convened meeting of the Group CND Conference and AGM business shall be dealt with;

e)
It contributes an annual subscription to CND (as specified in article 4), or to its CND National Organisation, this sum to be determined by CND Council.

2.16
CND Specialist Sections shall consist of members and supporters of CND with knowledge and associations in a particular field and approved by CND Council. The CND Specialist Sections shall serve to further the aims of CND within their own sphere of interest.

2.17
CND Specialist Sections shall hold an AGM to which all organisations within the particular field shall be invited to send delegates and where relevant, individual members of the Specialist Section shall be invited. At this meeting the executive committee shall be elected and if not dealt with at another properly convened meeting of the organisation CND Conference and AGM business shall be dealt with.

2.18
Youth & Student CND shall consist of members and supporters of CND under 25 years of age or students taking further and higher education courses. Youth & Student CND shall serve to further the aims of CND among  young  people and students. 

2.19
Youth & Student CND shall have a National Committee.

2.20 Youth & Student CND is entitled to receive a grant from CND to finance its activities, the amount to be determined by CND Council with due consideration to the finances of CND and the significance of Youth & Student activities to the Campaign.

2.21
The constituent organisations and members of Youth & Student CND shall be understood to hold the status of CND Representative Organisations and Members of CND respectively, provided they comply with the Memorandum and Articles of CND and with these regulations. 

2.22
All representative organisations of CND shall be encouraged to promote as far as possible individual membership of CND and affiliation to CND.

2.23
The relationship between CND and each one of its Representative Organisations will be governed by a charter (as specified in article 7) which shall contain, but is not limited to:

a)
A licence to use the name Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament, the abbreviation CND and any associated styles and logotypes within the respective geographic, demographic or interest area.

b)
A right to be identified as a representative organisation of CND with regard to CND's internal democracy and decision making process and to hold themselves to be a representative organisation of CND in all publicity and communications.

c)
A duty to comply with these regulations and the Memorandum and Articles of Association of CND

d)
A duty to comply with the decisions of CND Conference and AGM. 

e)
If in receipt of CND finance, a duty to report to CND Council.

Part Three: CND Conference and AGM (Refer also to articles 10-31)
This Part may only be altered by an amending resolution (which may not itself be amended) passed at CND AGM by a two thirds majority of those present and entitled to vote, as provided for under Article 13(b).

3.1
Policy & Strategy: CND policy shall be decided by CND Annual Conference. The CND Council shall be responsible between Conferences for the overall policy and strategy of the campaign, and for its practical application. 

3.2
As a company Limited by Guarantee CND has a duty to do everything specified in article 11 at its AGM.

3.3
CND's AGM shall take place in association with CND Conference on the same day and at the same venue.

3.4
Representation and Voting Rights at CND AGM. (Regulation made under article 56, see also article 20)

a)
CND Specialist Sections and Youth & Student CND shall be entitled to five votes each. 

b)
A CND Region, or that aggregate of CND Areas which collectively constitutes or replaces a CND region, shall be entitled to five votes. 

c)
CND Groups, which shall be entitled to one vote for every 5 members of the Group who are also Company Members of CND, subject to a minimum of  one vote and a maximum of five votes.  For the avoidance of doubt, Groups with 2-9 Company members are entitled to one  vote. Representative organisations may send as many delegates as they wish, up to their voting entitlement.

d)
Each organisation affiliated to CND (Company Member organisations under article 5) may send one to three delegates to CND AGM, to be determined by CND Council, and shall be entitled to one  vote each in either case.

e)
Individual (paid-up) Company Members of CND may attend CND AGM and shall be entitled to one vote each.

f)
In all cases entitlement to attend CND AGM is conditional on the appropriate annual subscription (as specified in article 4) being paid to CND on or before the last date for receipt of delegates' applications to attend.

g)
Voting shall be by show of cards unless a poll is called for under Article 25, in which case cards shall be counted by CND Conference workers and totals for and against the resolution (and any abstentions) shall be communicated to the chair of CND AGM who shall announce the respective totals and the result of the resolution and ensure that these totals and the result are recorded.

3.5
Representation and Voting Rights at CND Conference.


Representation and voting rights at CND Conference shall be the same as at CND AGM, subject to the payment of the appropriate registration fee.

3.6
Observers 
(see also article 31)

a)
Observers, who need not be members of CND, may attend CND Conference and AGM subject to the payment of the appropriate registration fee, but shall not be entitled to vote.

b)
Observers are not entitled to speak but may be allowed to do so at the discretion of the chairperson of Conference and AGM.

3.7
Conference Business 

a)
Resolutions: Representative organisations of CND, CND Council and CND affiliates may propose up to two resolutions for discussion at CND Conference or AGM. Individual Company Members of CND may propose one resolution.

b)
Amendments: Up to two Amendments to resolutions proposed for CND Conference or AGM may be submitted only by representative organisations and affiliates of CND.

c)
Timetable: Details of arrangements for CND Conference and AGM, including deadlines for submission of resolutions, amendments and nominations for CND Council, shall be circulated within the Campaign at least two months in advance of CND Conference and AGM.

d)
A strategy debate shall be held as the final debate.  The resulting Statement of Aims and Strategic Objectives shall be the primary guide to CND Council when deciding the campaigning activities of the following year.

3.8
Amendment to the Memorandum and Articles


The Memorandum and Articles of Association of CND may only be altered as specified in Article 13(a)

Part Four: CND Council  (refer also to articles 32-55)
This Part may only be altered by an amending resolution (which may not itself be amended)  passed at CND AGM by a two thirds majority of those present and entitled to vote, as provided for under Article 13(b).

4.1
Membership (regulation made under article 56, see also article 32)


CND Council shall comprise:

a)
the officers of CND, one chairperson, three vice-chairpersons and one treasurer elected at CND AGM, and;

b)
Fifteen ordinary  members elected by CND AGM, and;

c)
Three delegates appointed from each CND region or from each aggregate of areas which collectively constitutes or replaces a CND region, and;

d)
One delegate from each CND specialist section, and;

e)
Three delegates appointed by Youth & Student CND and;

f)
Employees of CND who shall have no voting rights, except senior staff appointed to the Officer team by CND Council and except where CND Council agrees that an elected officer may take a paid position.
Where there are insufficient candidates for an election to any Officer or Council post, candidates must be endorsed by 50% of those voting to be elected.

4.2
Nomination to Council; 

Individual and organisational Company Members and affiliated Company Members shall be entitled to submit nominations for Officers and members of Council to be elected at CND AGM.  All nominations will be accepted unless the nominee is ineligible, as described in Article 39

4.3
CND Council shall be responsible for engaging members of staff for CND and for agreeing with them and their trade unions on wages & conditions of work.

4.4
Observers (see also article 55)

a)
Observers, who need not be members of CND, may attend CND Council but shall not be entitled to vote.

b)
Observers are not entitled to speak but may be allowed to do so at the discretion of the chairperson of Council.

Part Five: CND Council Sub Groups (refer also to article 52)
5.1
The CND Chair may attend the meetings of all sub-groups of Council but may only vote on sub-groups where s/he is a designated member.

5.2
(a) Administration and Finance Group (AFG) shall comprise:

i)
the treasurer 

ii)
one other officer at the discretion of the officer team

iii)
three members elected from CND Council

iv)
a member appointed by the region and area representatives on CND Council 

v)
relevant CND employees in a non-voting capacity


The treasurer shall chair AFG

5.2
(b) AFG shall consider all aspects of finance and administration and make recommendations to CND Council via the Treasurer. It shall draft CND's annual budget.

5.3
(a) Campaigns Group (CG) shall comprise:

i)
two officers; 

ii)
five members elected from CND Council 

iii)
relevant CND employees in a non-voting capacity


A CND officer shall chair CG 

5.3
(b)  CG  shall, subject to financial controls, consider all aspects of campaigning within the priorities set by CND Conference and guidelines set by CND Council.

5.4
(a) International Advisory Group (IAG) shall comprise:

i)
the Chair (ex-officio) and one other nominated Vice-Chair

ii)
four members elected from CND Council 

iii)
the international voluntary worker

iv)
a representative from each of the nations

v)
relevant CND employees in a non-voting capacity


A CND Vice Chair will chair  

5.4
(b) IAG  shall, subject to financial controls, with due consideration of campaigning priorities set by CND Conference, and guidelines set by CND Council, build links with other like minded organisations around the world. It shall inform CND Council what is happening in peace movements worldwide.

5.5
(a) The Conference Arrangements Working Group shall comprise: 

i)
one officer 

ii)
two members elected from CND Council

iii)
relevant CND employees in a non-voting capacity


It shall chose a chair from among its number.

(b)
The Conference Arrangements Working Group shall  plan CND Conference and AGM according to Conference standing orders and during CND Conference and AGM shall serve as the steering committee.

5.6
The sub-groups described in regulations 5.1-5.5 inclusive may invite others to attend a particular meeting, with speaking rights but without voting rights. 

5.7 The officers shall meet together as often as necessary and shall provide continuity between the work of the different sub-groups

5.8 CND Council may set up other sub-groups to achieve a specific aim, with their terms of reference, composition and duration as specified in a resolution.

5.9 Each sub-group will meet as necessary and also conduct business by email, conference call and any other form of communication.

Part Six:Specialist Sections (see also articles 7& 8)
6.1
Trade Union CND is the specialist section working within the Trade Unions to raise the profile of CND within those trade unions, with particular emphasis on CND priorities as set by CND Conference.

6.2
Chrisitian CND is the specialist section working within the wider Christian community to raise the profile of CND within that community, with particular emphasis on CND priorities as set by CND Conference.

6.3
Labour CND is the specialist section working within the Labour Party to raise the profile of CND within that party, with particular emphasis on CND priorities as set by CND Conference.

6.4
Ex-Services CND is the specialist section for people who have served in the Armed Forces.

6.5
Green CND is the specialist section working within the Green Party to raise the profile of CND  within that party, with particular emphasis on CND priorities as set by CND Conference.
